An opportunity for Suzuki Flute Teachers and Students from across Europe to meet, play 
music, teach and learn, all in the spirit of celebrating Suzuki Flute in a welcoming 
environment. Registration fees will be kept as low as possible. Those who teach at ESFG 2025 
will do so on a volunteer basis. 

ESFG attendees pay a modest workshop fee to cover operating costs. 

ESFG is a weekend event from Friday afternoon (+/- 4pm) to Sunday afternoon (+/- 2pm). 
ESFG is oriented towards community building, exploring ways to share experiences and new 
ideas to increase Suzuki Flute visibility within the larger European Suzuki community and 
beyond.  
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Location  

ESFG 2025 will take place in the Youth Hostel in Limburg, a little town close to Frankfurt 
Airport (ca. 50 km), a medieval town with half-timbered houses, castle courtyards, the 
cathedral, the Lahn bridge and the landgrave's castle. On the large outdoor area of the youth 
hostel, you will find volleyball courts, a streetball hoop, climbing trees and a football pitch. 
There are indoor and outdoor table tennis tables.
